At Paint Outs:
· Please note all start, stop and judging times.  We ask that you not arrive more than 30 minutes prior to the start time for your set up to respect our host and their businesses as they prepare for your arrival.  
· We ask you to be prompt with turning in your art for judging.  Late entries will not be accepted.  Sometimes stop time and judging time are the same, as it may depend on the location, proximity of the setting and the timeliness of the calendar.  
· If the committee has requested that you leave art for display and sales, this is always optional as the Plein Air Committee cannot be held responsible for your art.  If you do leave art at a site for sale, it is your responsibility to pick up the art by the stated time, as the committee will not transport art.
General:

· All events are optional, and we encourage you to participate in those that suit you best.  This is a full calendar.  We encourage you to work at your own pace, have fun, paint in areas outside the scheduled events if you like.  If on private property, ask permission.  

· The theme paints are your opportunity to be creative with this year’s themes ‘Paint the Sky’, ‘Nocturne’, ‘Big Views’ and ‘Birds of Augusta’ which may be painted in the greater Augusta area (maps are included in artist’s packets).  You have the time from the first day of the festival until the scheduled judging for each one to create these Theme paintings.
